They also added a statement that reads, "Our team works hard to maintain Coney Island Creek Park and we clean
the beach weekly. We will inspect the park for cleanliness and address any issues accordingly."

Volunteers say they collected 26 hypodermic needles and carried out 50 garbage bags.
